Hospitals and Institutions is a subcommittee of Narcotics Anonymous that brings meetings into facilities 
like jails, detoxes, and rehabs where addicts have limited or no access to outside meetings to hear our 
message.  The subcommittee meets on the 3 rd  Thursday of every month at 7:00 p.m. at Grace Lutheran 
Church, 600 New Brunswick Avenue, Perth Amboy, NJ.  Our next meeting will be Thursday, December 15, 
2011.  The Þrst half of the meeting is a workshop, and the second half is a business meeting.  

Middlesex County Area H&I is currently serving 14 commitments at 7 facilities:

• 5 commitments at Carrier Clinic in Belle Meade, NJ.
• 3 commitments at Discovery Institute in Marlboro, NJ.
• 2 commitments at the Middlesex County Jail in North Brunswick, NJ.
• 1 commitment at Damon House in New Brunswick, NJ
• 1 commitment at University Behavioral Health Care in Monmouth Jct., NJ
• 1 commitment at Rahway Prison in Avenel, NJ
• 1 commitment at Edison Job Corps in Edison, NJ

Last month we stopped bringing meetings in to Edison Job Corp due to a scheduling conßict on behalf of 
the facility.  However, that conßict has been resolved and we are once again bringing meetings in there on 
Mondays at 7:30 p.m. We currently have one commitment without a Panel Chair, Carrier Blake Detox on 
Tuesday at 8:00 p.m., and we hope to appoint someone this week at subcommittee to Chair that meeting.

The RCM put me in touch with our new Regional H&I Chair last month.  I spoke with him brießy and heÕll be 
starting up Regional H&I meetings next month in January.  

In April we distributed a ßyer to the groups asking for Basic Texts donations.  GSRÕs can bring those Basic 
Texts here to Area and I will bring them back to the subcommittee.  If there are any GSRÕs here today that 
are donating Basic Texts please see me at the break.

H&I still needs support on most of our commitments so please take that back to your home groups and let 
them know.  This month the subcommittee spent $199.60 on literature and $46.42 for the copying of 
monthly meeting minutes.  Thank you for letting me serve.
